RULES OF PLAY:

All games will be played in accordance with the rules outlined in the 





2010 AAU Girls Basketball Handbook.  You should also be aware of 





your state’s high school rules.  Don’t jeopardize your athletes school





eligibility because you fail to follow their rules.

PROTEST:


Protests may only be petitioned regarding the eligibility of a player.

RULES CHANGES:

There have been many rules changes made for this year.  You can find 

all these changes in the 2010 Girl’s Basketball Rule Book at www.aaugirlsbasketball.org.   
HOME TEAM:

The top or left team in the game schedule is considered the home team





and shall wear white jerseys.  Each team MUST have both white and





dark colored jerseys.  If a team does not have white and dark jerseys, 





they should have either reversible numbered pinnys or see thru pinnys.





The tournament director is not responsible for furnishing pinnys.

DATE FOR AGE

January 1, 2010/school grade shall be the age determination date.  All

DETERMINATION:

players’ proof of age will be verified.  The head coach must have copies





of players’ proof of age at the tournament as well as age/grade exception





forms.

TEAM ROSTER:

Team rosters will be limited to 15 players and four coaches throughout





the Missouri Valley District tournament.  Note:  Only those persons





listed on the team roster may sit on the bench.
AAU REGISTRATION:
All players and all coaches must have a valid 2010 AAU registration




card.  “Coach” means any adult person listed on the team roster is





permitted to sit on the bench.  AAU registration must be verified by





submitting each person’s AAU registration number in the space provided





on the team roster.  Registration should be completed on-line at





www.aausports.org.  Click on the “Join Now” link and follow 





instructions.  Be sure you print your cards after all info has been entered.




Also enter Club Number on player and Coach’s registration.

CONDUCT:


The head coach listed on the team entry form is responsible for the





behavior of team, its players and its fans.  The tournament director will





eject any person whose actions seriously interfere with the conduct of the





tournament or are a blatant violation of the AAU Code.

ACCIDENT:


The head coach, not the tournament director, is responsible for




attending to the medical needs of his/her athlete(s) in the event of





accident, injury, or illness.





A simple agreement to participate, which includes a medical release 





clause,  is included.  Forms should be completed and maintained by the





head coach.  You may need this form or a similar form to authorize 





medical treatment, especially if the parents are not available.  This form





is provided for your convenience.  If medical treatment is required in





connection with any AAU sanction event, you may obtain an AAU





insurance claim form from the tournament director or the Missouri





Valley AAU office.  AAU insurance is “secondary” insurance unless





the patient has no other coverage, in which case the AAU becomes





“primary” insurance. 

TEAM CHECK IN:

All teams must check in at the main site at least one hour prior to their





first scheduled game.

GAME BALLS:

Tournament host will provide game balls.  Practice balls will not be





provided.

ADMISSION:


Daily admission charge:  Adults - $6, Sr. Citizens-$5, Students-$4

DRESS CODE:

THIS IS A REMINDER TO ALL COACHES.  PLEASE CHECK THE





2010 HANDBOOK REGARDING COACHES DRESS CODE.  THIS





WILL BE ENFORCED AT TOURNAMENT.  

NCAA RULE:


Prospective student-athletes may participate in no more than five games




over a rolling two-day period and in no more than three games on any 





one day.  This requirement is per athlete and not per team.  So, if an





athlete is participating on multiple teams in the same event the operator





will need to monitor to make sure that the athlete does not participate





in more than five games over a rolling two-day period and in no more





than three games on any one day.  The coach will need to use wisdom as





to when that athlete plays for what team.
